GROWING SUCCESS ACTIV8 COMPOST MAKER
Collect

Throwing away most garden and organic domestic refuse is both a waste and unnecessary. Virtually all organic materials can be composted so, having sited your compost bin or heap, make it part of your routine to add grass clippings, weeds, vegetable peelings, paper, sawdust and the like. It is worth noting that woody waste will need to be finely chopped before being added and that trimmings from evergreens do not compost particularly quickly.

Mix
The secret of making good compost is variation in ingredients. Using just one material, especially grass cuttings, could lead to your heap becoming a large slimy, putrefied mess. Make sure that every time you make an addition to your compost heap you add more than one material.

Moisture
Try to keep your heap moist but, importantly, not wet. When you add dry materials, water with a watering can and do the same during prolonged dry periods throughout the summer. You must however attempt to protect the compost from heavy rain as this will wash out many of the important nutrients you have generated. 
Aerate

To successfully compost the heap must allow air to circulate throughout it. It is best to never let the heap become taller than 1.5m (5ft) or any wider than 2.1m (7ft). This will ensure that the air is always able to get to the centre of the heap which is vital as airless conditions will cause anaerobic bacteria to take hold turning the heap into a putrefied mess,

Warmth
To minimise the composting time it is essential to maintain a high temperature within the heap. Ideally the compost should be maintained at 60oC as this ensures that any seeds are killed off and the compost becomes sterilised. During cold spells you should try to insulate the heap but at the same time remembering not to cut off the airflow.

Activ8
All organic waste will compost eventually but sometimes we need to help nature along to speed up the process. You can do this by sprinkling Activ8 over the heap every time you add a new layer to it. Not only will this hasten the composting it will help maintain the correct balance between the nitrogen and carbon elements, a vital factor in producing the perfect compost.

Turn
Ideally you need to turn your compost every four weeks, thereby ensuring that all aspects of the heap spend time at the centre and ensuring proper rotting of all materials.

Use
During good summer conditions and having followed the advice above you should find that after a period of about 12 weeks you will have usable compost. It should be a rich dark brown in colour, crumble easily in the hand and have a good earthy aroma. For best results apply it around plants in the spring or dig it into the soil as a conditioner during the autumn.
