INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE
Growing Success Cat Repellent deters cats from scratching, digging and fouling.  It contains a combination of aromatic plant oils formulated on an inert clay base which naturally repel cats and may be used around all outdoor edible crops and ornamental garden plants.

Preparation
Remove all animal foulings from the area to be treated.

Rake out any holes and scratchings from the soil surface.

Application
Spread evenly around plants in containers or beds where cats are not wanted, at a rate of 3g per square metre.

One treatment may suffice for two or three weeks, although more frequent applications may be required, for example in wet weather.  Repeat the application on signs of cats returning, after soil cultivations or after a period of adverse weather.
