GROWING SUCCESS DROPLET FEEDER FOR CITRUS TREES
How to Use the Droplet Feeder

· Hold the feeder with the cap uppermost

· Cut off the tip with scissors

· Keep the tip uppermost until the feeder is near the plant pot

· Quickly invert the feeder and push it into the growing media until it is capable of standing upright unaided.

The droplet feeder will automatically drip feed directly to the plant roots for up to 14 days.

Once empty, continue other plant care as normal.

For best results use feeder(s) once a month whilst the plant is actively growing

Store unused feeders in a cool, dry place out of the reach of children.

Do not drink the liquid.

Citrus Plant Care
Light
Site in good light and for best results avoid south facing windows.

Water

Use tepid water and water thoroughly each time the surface of the growing media dries out.
Temperature

Between 4oC and 35oC is ideal.
If possible move plants outside after frosts have finished (in about May) and bring back in before frosts restart (in about October).

When outside, gradually move into a position in full sun.

If indoors, avoid full sunlight in summer.
Aftercare
Do not re-pot unless absolutely necessary.
Pinch off tips to encourage bushier growth and do not be afraid to prune if required.
Try to maintain a growing media pH of between 6.0-6.5 for oranges and 6.5-7.0 for sweet fruits.  Talk to your local stockist for more specialist advice.
