GROWING SUCCESS DROPLET FEEDER FOR HANGING BASKETS
How to Use the Droplet Feeder

· Hold the feeder with the cap uppermost

· Cut off the tip with scissors

· Keep the tip uppermost until the feeder is near the basket.
· Quickly invert the feeder and push it into the growing media until it is capable of standing upright unaided.

The droplet feeder will automatically drip feed directly to the plant roots for up to 14 days.

Once empty, continue other plant care as normal.

For best results use feeder(s) once a month whilst the plant is actively growing

Store unused feeders in a cool, dry place out of the reach of children.

Do not drink the liquid.

Hanging Basket Care
Light
Site in good light, out of the prevailing wind direction.
Water

Water thoroughly and often, especially in summer (even if it has been raining).

For best results water in the evening and more than once a day if the temperature is particularly hot.

Water directly onto the growing medium using an open-spouted watering can, taking care not to wash the growing medium out from the basket, and water until the compost is soaked.
General Care
Ensure that the bracket is the correct size, is in a good state of repair and is securely fixed in place.

Make sure the basket has adequate drainage.

Check the basket chain before siting, particularly as the basket ages.

To help ensure that the basket is at its best at all times, regularly deadhead the plants that are in it.
Do not leave baskets hanging in situ all year round; take them down once plants have died away.
