GROWING SUCCESS DROPLET FEEDER FOR ORCHIDS
How to Use the Droplet Feeder

· Hold the feeder with the cap uppermost

· Cut off the tip with scissors

· Keep the tip uppermost until the feeder is near the plant pot

· Quickly invert the feeder and push it into the growing media until it is capable of standing upright unaided.

The droplet feeder will automatically drip feed directly to the plant roots for up to 14 days.

Once empty, continue other plant care as normal.

For best results use feeder(s) once a month whilst the plant is actively growing

Store unused feeders in a cool, dry place out of the reach of children.

Do not drink the liquid.

Orchid Care
Light
For best results place in natural light in an east or north facing window.

The leaves will indicate if the light conditions are ideal:

Light grass green leaves – perfect

Yellow leaves – move the orchid to a more shaded area

Dark emerald green leaves – the orchid required more light

Water

Only water once a week.

Do not allow to stand in water.

When watering, run or spray water over the root system and/or growing media.

Temperature

A room temperature of 13-27oC (55-80oF) is best. 
Try to ensure the plant is placed in humid air which continually circulates.

Flowering

Do not plant orchids into soil-based growing media (moss is best).

Orchids can bloom several times (90-120 day cycles).

Once the blooms taper off cut the spike back to the base of the plant to encourage new growth.
