GROWING SUCCESS DROPLET FEEDER FOR TOMATOES
How to Use the Droplet Feeder

· Hold the feeder with the cap uppermost

· Cut off the tip with scissors

· Keep the tip uppermost until the feeder is near the growing container
· Quickly invert the feeder and push it into the growing media until it is capable of standing upright unaided.

· Position one feeder by each tomato plant

The droplet feeder will automatically drip feed directly to the plant roots for up to 14 days.

Once empty, continue other plant care as normal.

For best results use feeder(s) once a month whilst the plant is actively growing

Store unused feeders in a cool, dry place out of the reach of children.

Do not drink the liquid.

Tomato Plant Care
Light
Site in a well-lit area (direct sunlight is fine).
Water

A good rule of thumb is to water little and often. Do not over water and equally do not allow the growing media to dry out.
Vary the water used in line with the prevailing weather conditions – the warmer the day the more water should be used.

Temperature

As a general rule tomato plants will not fruit at temperatures below 10oC and 32oC.
Plantcare
Tomato plants can become very top heavy so they need to be supported with canes or similar to prevent them toppling over.  It may help to pinch out some shoots which also encourages the plant to produce less but bigger and healthier fruit.

The droplet feeder should be used as soon as the first truss of fruit has developed and then constant feeding should be maintained for the entire growing season.
