GROWING SUCCESS ORGANIC POTATO FERTILISER
Vegetable Gardens

Before Planting:

Between February and April, apply 135 grams per square metre (4oz per sq yd) over the garden soil and lightly fork into the soil.

Planting:

Make a straight line taking out a V-shaped trench with a space 10-15cm (4-6”) deep.

Place the seed potatoes in the trench 30cm (12”) apart, with the shoots uppermost.

After planting cover the seed potatoes by pulling up the soil from either side to form a ridged row.

As the plants grow, continue to draw soil up onto the row so that the potatoes are protected from the air and don’t turn green.

Container Growing
Before planting:

Seed potatoes can be grown in any container that is a minimum of 30cm (12”) wide and deep, provided that it has good drainage holes.

Mix 1 part of Growing Success Organic Potato Fertiliser with 4 parts of a good peat-free compost or John Innes No.2 compost.
Planting:

Fill the pot with compost up to 15cm (6”) below the rim.

Place a seed potato on it with the shoots uppermost and then cover with more compost to just under the pot rim.

Site containers in a sunlit area and water during the summer months.

If frost is likely cover with a thick grade of garden fleece to prevent damage.

Tip

Directly after planting use Growing Success Advanced Slug Killer.  The bait will attract slugs out of the soil and kill them, preventing damage to the potatoes before harvest.
